                                                                                                                             

The Transition and Communication Consortium on Learning and Disabilities (TACCLD) will be awarding one $500 scholarship for an African-American male student with any documented disability at the 22nd annual conference at the Blackwell Inn on the Ohio State campus on Friday, February 27, 2009.  The applicant should be a high school senior who plans to attend a post-secondary institution in the fall of 2009.  The applicant must have applied to a two or four-year college, trade school, or any other postsecondary setting that provides formal education and training.  The scholarship may be used for payment of tuition, books, or supplies.

Eligibility

The George Washington Carver Scholarship is open to any African-American male high school senior that has a documented disability. Conditions that would qualify for the award would be learning disabilities, Attention Deficit Disorder, psychiatric disabilities, visual impairments, deafness, and physical disabilities. There must be documentation of the disability in order to qualify for the award.  Questions concerning whether one’s disability would qualify an applicant for the award may be directed to the contact name on the bottom of the application.  A minimum 3.0 GPA is required.  

Criteria for Award
A committee will review all applications and will choose the recipient based on the student’s academic record, response to the essay question, and supporting materials.  Students who have planned realistically and are most likely to benefit from the award will be given the most serious consideration.

5. Any newspaper clippings, examples of work, or anything else that shows the student’s achievement

6. A typed essay developed by the student that addresses the following:
